Las recovas que rodean la plaza
acogen comercios, cafés,
restaurantes y lugares que el turista
no puede dejar de visitar, como el
Museo de Arqueologia de Alta
Montafia (MAAM) que alberga a los
tres nifios incas hallados en la cima
del Volcan Llullaillaco (llamados “Los
nifios del Llullaillaco”), a 6.700
metros sobre el nivel del mar en
plena puna saltefia, junto con un
gran ajuar funerario constituido por
objetos de oro, plata, madera, tejidos
y cuero entre otros. Los nifios se
muestran de a uno porvez.

The arcades on the buildings
surrounding the square host shops,
cafes, restaurants and places that
tourists can not miss, like the High
Mountain Archaeology Museum
(MAAM) in which you can see the
Inca children found on top of
Llullaillaco Volcano (called “Los
nifios del Llullaillaco”). The children
were discovered in the Puna, at
6,700 meters above sea level, and
they were surrounded by objects
made of gold, silver, wood, hand
woven fabrics, leather and other
materials. These households effects
are displayed in the museum. The
children are shown one at a time.
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Centro Cultural América

Following the archway on Mitre
Street is the beautiful mansion of
the American Cultural Center.
The building has a French Neo-
Baroque style and it was
designed by architect Arturo
Prins in 1913 as the seat of the
traditional Social Club "February
20"" named after the Battle of
Salta. Since 1950 it was the site
of Government House. In 1987 it
was changed into a Cultural
Center. It has rooms suitable for
concerts, exhibitions, cultural
and ceremonial meetings.
Permanently it offers different
activities to the public. =
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
